Motion by City Engineer Art Miller to approve the above minutes. Seconded by Building
Official Lukert, the motion carried unanimously 3-0. (Economic Development Director Tanja
Gerhartz and Assistant City Manager for Public Services Don Cochran were not present at
meeting for this vote.)

DRC BUSINESS

Agenda Item #4: Lake Apopka Natural Gas — SMALL SCALE SITE PLAN APPROVAL
Training Room Addition
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Winter Garden Vineland Road — 1320
Kirby Engineering, LLC

Clifton Addison of Lake Apopka Natural Gas District, John Kirby of Kirby Engineering,
LLC and Michael Wilson of Patriot Building Group; applicants for the project were in
attendance for discussion. The following items were reviewed and discussed:

BUILDING
3. Verify location of existing handicapped parking spaces and entry point to the
proposed addition. Is it an accessible route from the parking area to the entry
point or is the main entry through the existing office building. Applicants
stated that the main entry would remain the same, through the existing office
building entrance.
PUBLIC SERVICES
4. Does the proposed addition require any additional utility connections?
Applicants stated that no additional utility connections are needed to the new
addition area.
PLANNING
6. Site Plan indicated removal of 2 oak trees with no plan to plant any new trees
on the property. Tree removals require separate permitting through the
Building Department, which may require relocation of the trees proposed to
be removed and/or replacement of the trees proposed to be removed. Staff
explained to applicants about tree permitting process and clarified any questions.
7. Florida Fish and Wildlife Commission have identified the location of a bald

eagle nest on the property in the general area of the proposed building
addition. Documentation from Florida Fish and Wildlife Commission
authorizing the proposed site activity must be provided prior to issuance of
any permits. Staff stated that they had not received any formal documents from
applicants regarding information from the Florida Fish and Wildlife Commission.
Applicants had staff review an email correspondence from Florida Fish and
Wildlife Commission and staff was able to accept this document. Applicants
stated that they would be able to comply with the guidelines within the email
correspondence.

Discussion about the elevations need to be included in final plan submittal for building
permits; question about color renditions; staff stated that it would be fine to include
photos and profile to match existing.

Motion by City Engineer Miller to approve the Small Scale Site Plan subject to tree
removal and replacement permit and submission of building elevations with building
plans to be reviewed by the Building Department. Assistant City Manager for Public
Services, seconded; the motion carried unanimously 5-0.

Agenda Item #5: AutoZone -SITE PLAN APPROVAL
Walker Street - 1089
CPH Engineers, Inc.

Brady Lessard of CPH; applicant for the project was in attendance for discussion. The
following items were reviewed and discussed:

SITE SPECIFIC COMMENTS

3. The stormwater pond appears to be wet, but one of the plan sheets calls it “dry”.
The maintenance berms shown are too narrow at 3.0°, especially the one with the
screen wall. Considering the steep side slopes (3:1), maintenance berms shall be 10’
in width. The berm area will need to be revised and applicants will need to propose an
alternate plan with possible retaining walls, etc. The pond shall be maintainable.

4. Driveway location: Per Code, the driveway shall be set back at least 75 feet from
the point of curvature of the corner (SR 50) radius — it appears to scale about 55feet.
The comment was clarified and applicants will revise plans.

STANDARD GENERAL CONDITIONS

12. S’ wide concrete sidewalks shall be constructed along all street frontages
pursuant to Code. Existing sidewalks will be checked at completion and any
damaged sections shall be replaced. Discussion took place regarding sidewalks
along Water Street. Staff confirmed that this was in Orange County and
applicants could summit waiver to not have a sidewalk along Water Street.

PLANNING
20. Signs:

a. The monument sign shown at the northeast corner of West Colonial Drive
and Walker Street indicates that it is 10 foot by 10 foot for a sign area of 100
square feet. The maximum sign area allowed for a single tenant
monument sign (Section 118-1512(c)) is 64 square feet and the maximum
height allowed is 15 feet. Revise the plans to be consistent with the code.

b. The proposed building sign shown on the color elevations consists of a 42
inch high by 32 foot long sign for a total area of 112 square feet. The
maximum sign area allowed by the West State Road 50 Overlay is 36 square
feet with a maximum height of 36 inches. Revise the plans to be consistent
with the code.

C. A maximum of 20% of the window area may be used for signs.
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Staff discussed signage for the project and applicants will revise and comply.

25. Access — Please provide truck maneuvering plans so we can verify that there is
sufficient space for trucks to make deliveries. Staff discussed this comment with
applicant and stressed this comment. Applicant will submit turning movement plan.

PUBLIC SERVICES
29, Sheet C3 indicates a proposed wet pond while sheet C4 says a proposed dry pond?
Applicants will revise plan to read wet pond.

Motion by Assistant City Manager for Public Services to have the applicant revise and
resubmit the site plan for another full DRC review cycle. City Engineer Miller,
seconded; the motion carried unanimously 5-0.

APPROVAL

Winter Garden Vineland Road - 420

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John Kirby of Kirby Engineering, LLC and Randy Buchannan of Landscaping Dynamic;
applicants for the project were in attendance for discussion. The following items were reviewed
and discussed:

ENGINEERING

3.

Sheets CW4 — CW7: The muck removal note needs to be revised, replacing “should”
with “shall”. Building Permit application for any lots in the muck removal areas
shall be accompanied by a detailed report, signed and sealed by a Florida Professional
Engineer, that these lots are suitable for construction, and shall contain special
foundation designs as appropriate. The Building Department may have additional
requirements. Applicants will change wording from should to shall.

Sheet CW7: Add note: “All “C” graded lots shall require an individual lot grading
plan_at Building Permit submittal, signed and sealed by a Florida Professional
Engineer”. Applicant will double check and make sure that note is included.

Streetlighting shall be pursuant to City Code, including frontages on CR 535 and
Daniels Road, meeting dark skies requirements (Code Section 118-1536(k)). Submit
streetlighting design letter from Progress Energy prior to preconstruction meeting.
Discuss took place about street lighting to ensure that applicants know to submit to
Progress Energy prior to preconstruction meeting.

PUBLIC SERVICES

2.

It had been discussed that the access for the lift station would be changed from CR
53S to_internal to the subdivision. Upon further review, there is not enough room
for the City’s vactor truck to pull out of the travel lane on CR 535 and park on the
lift station driveway in _a position where the operator could open the gsates. The
vactor truck is approximately 36 feet long. According to the lift station detail, the

distance from the proposed edge of pavement and the gate is approximately 25
feet. This is a safety issue for the operator and the public. Please revise the
ingress/egress for the lift station. Lift station has been changed to internal access within

the development and there is now a continuous wall along the CR 535 frontage.

PLANNING

The landscape/buffer plans around unincorporated parcel located south of entrance

to west parcel do not sow buffering along the west side of the unincorporated parcel
along the internal street. Will there be an access drive provided to the unincorporated

parcel from the internal street, if not ten how will the unincorporated parcel be

buffered from the internal street? The comment was discussed and clarified.

Hardscape Plans indicate that one decorative wall sign will be located at the entrance

to the subdivision on the subdivision wall located at the northwest corner of the

intersection of Winter Garden Vineland Road and the entry road. Please confirm that

there will be only one sign for the Bradford Creek West property. Confirmed that

applicants are planning on an entrance sign on both sides (on the screen wall) for a total of
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(2) signs.

9, Typical perimeter buffer is not continual in the landscape plans, the buffer should
continue along the exterior of the perimeter wall section located both north of the lift
station and south of the unincorporated parcel on Winter Garden Vineland Road.
Applicants will include in revision.

Motion by City Engineer Miller to conditionally approve the Subdivision Construction
Plans, provided the applicants resubmits revised plans addressing all City Staff
conditions to the Planning and Zoning Department within 3 days following this
meeting (by noon on Monday, April 8, 2013). Building Official Lukert, seconded; the
motion carried unanimously 5-0. (Once Staff approves the plan, this project will not
require another DRC meeting.)

There being no more business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 10:44 a.m. by
