Agenda Item #1: CALL TO ORDER

a.m. The roll was called and a quorum was declared present.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Agenda Item #2:
Approval of minutes from regular meeting held on October 16, 2013.

Motion by City Engineer Miller to approve the above minutes. Seconded by Building
Official Lukert, the motion carried unanimously 4-0.

DRC BUSINESS

Agenda Item #3: Hickory Hammock Phase 1A — FINAL PLAT APPLICATION
Avalon Road — 1000

The Ryland Group, Inc and M/l Homes of Orlando, LLC

Represented by: Tramell Webb Partners, Inc.
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Joe Trammel of Trammel Webb and John Gilbert of Trammel Webb, applicants for the
project were in attendance for discussion. The following items were reviewed and
discussed:

LEGAL

Applicants confirmed that most of the legal comments and concerns had been addressed.
The bond has been turned in for Legal to review and discussion took place concerning the
phasing details with the bonds. Discussion took place about one check submittal to Duke
Energy for all the lots in this phase and they explained which builder would be responsible
for each phase payment for the street lights, etc.

Discussed that Legal needs the original submittals, covenant and title certificate update
submittals.

ENGINEERING

8. Performance Bond: The improvements are not completed. A Performance bond or
letter of credit in the amount of 120% of the cost of all incomplete improvements shall be
provided to_the City, based on_the Design Engineer’s certification and executed
construction contract. Performance Bond/LOC amount shall include cost of street
lighting from Duke Energy; street and regulatory signs, required landscaping, second
lift of asphalt, walls, amenities, etc. City Attorney shall approve the form of the bond or
letter of credit prior to final plat recording. Final plat will not be forwarded to the City
Commission_for_approval without performance bond. Discussion took place regarding
verifying the performance bond amount and steps that need to be addressed to finalize
this process.

Discussed timeline for power installation with Duke Energy and lift station start-up.

Applicants discussed that they plan to lay the second layer of asphalt in this phase soon to assist
with some drainage issues they are having with curbing and drainage near the front entrance on
Marsh Road.

Also discussed the next steps for additional phases in this development and reviewed timelines for
these phases as well. City Staff expressed the need to have M/I elevation plans for their town
houses submitted for review.

Discussed sidewalk issue — City Staff will need to follow up on this issue with Fursan. Applicants
want to settle the placement of sidewalk so that landscaping details can be finished but they have a
performance bond in place to cover this aspect once it is determined.

Motion by City Engineer Miller to recommend the Final Plat Application be placed on the
next City Commission meeting agenda, providing all outstanding items including
performance bond and any other legal issues be submitted by November 7, 2013. Building
Official Lukert, seconded; the motion carried unanimously 4-0.

Agenda Item #4: AutoZone — SITE PLAN APPROVAL

Josh Lockhart of CPH, Inc. and Victor Chapman of Barrett, Chapman and Ruta PA,
applicants for the project were in attendance for discussion. The following items were
reviewed and discussed:

ENGINEERING

1. With_respect to the swale grading, I do not see any call outs north of the headwall.
Please detail the grading in this area adjacent to the ribbon curb. Applicant stated that
they have complied with this comment and revised the plans.

2. Please verify the guard rail set back to ensure that it meets the standard. Even though
the guard rail is intended to shield the headwall, it should not be a hazard. Applicant
explained the guard rail details and explained some other options. Applicant requested
City Staff to state which they would prefer. City Staff explained that 12" ribbon curb as a
minimum is required and explained that an F Curbing with flumes would be preferred for
safety improvement.

3. The dimensions on Section EE on page C4.1 are upside down. Applicant explained that
this has been corrected.

4. Where does the valley drain that is shown on Section AA on page C3.02 Applicant has
added contour to this section.

PLANNING
Applicant explained that Planning comments 16, 17 and 18 go together and requested that
this be presented to City Commission for final direction on road widening, median changes
and radius modification. City Staff explained that they still need to present and make a
recommendation to the Board. Staff explained that what is being presented with direction of
delivery truck routing is not an enforceable measure and therefore staff has many concerns
about the truck routing agreement, the turning lane and median proposal.

Discussion took place about the Site Plan approval that goes to City Council for final
decision with conditional agreements between this property and City, for reimbursement of
damage to the SR 50 median.

Motion by City Engineer Miller to recommend the Site Plan be placed on the next City
Commission meeting agenda, provided the applicant resubmits revised plans
addressing all City Staff conditions to the Planning and Zoning Department within 3
days following this meeting (by noon on Monday November 4, 2013). It was discussed
if motion wanted to include any recommendation for median modification and /or
addressing size or direction of traffic? Decision was to include those items in the
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Staff report, and let the City Commission make those recommendations. Building
Official Lukert, seconded; the motion carried unanimously 4-0.

There being no more business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 10:31 a.m. by
