THE ARCHITECTURE



The buildings directly north of the garage site
are what the garage will face. They are
a combination of painted and natural brick
separated by faces of painted stucco.

The result is a visually interesting
and eclectic balance of color and texture.









The mass of brick on this next recently built
structure is balanced with ground floor
windows and light-colored architectural trim.






The varied depths of the building’s faces
creates dimension and interest in what could
otherwise be imposing flat walls.

Instead, interesting nooks and unique
gathering areas are created.






To the east of the site is an old fire station
that’s been converted to an art gallery

and studio named 127 SoBo.















Near the garage site is a historical train station
that houses the region’s railroad museum.






Nearby Main Street is home to a variety
of architecture styles from

the 1920s to the 1950s and 60s.









The recently restored “Bond Building”
sits at the corner of Main and Plant.









Notice that most buildings
in downtown Winter Garden
are modest and lack overly ornate
architectural details.

Notice the parapet wall and overhang
covered with terracotta Spanish tile.












The adjacent Edgewater Hotel
has very similar architecture.















All of the following buildings south of Plant
Street are brick, but their individual finishes
provide contrast and visual interest.






The Garden Theatre was restored inside and out
to its original Spanish-style architecture.
It sits next to the “Pounds Building.”





















The new Plant Street Market is still under
construction on the west side of City Hall.
